The Chichester School District is pleased to offer a 

comprehensive full-day kindergarten program. Partial day 
participation is not permitted—students must enroll in the full- 
day kindergarten program. 

Children must be five years old by September 1, 2010 
to enter Kindergarten. Parents registering students should 
pick up and complete a registration packet prior to registering. 
Registration packets are available at the Education 
Center Mon. –Fri., 8:00 a.m.-3:00 p.m. They will also be 
available at the elementary schools after March 1, 2010.

Kindergarten registration for the 2010-11 school year 
has been scheduled as follows and registrations will not be 
accepted prior to these dates:



Tuesday, March 23, 2010 - Boothwyn School (Willowbrook 
Apts., Willowbrook 1 & 2, Naamanswood, Meetinghouse Park Apts., 
Meetinghouse Crossing) Boothwyn registrants will be placed at 
Boothwyn as space allows.

Wednesday, March 24, 2010 - Hilltop School (Willowbrook 3, 
4, 5, Kristen Estates, New Brooke Estates, Hunters Woods, Yorktown, 
Naamans Creek Estates) Hilltop registrants will be placed at Hilltop as 
space allows.

Thursday, March 25, 2010 - Linwood School
Linwood registrants will be placed at Linwood as space allows.

Friday, March 26, 2010 - Marcus Hook School (Marcus Hook 
and Trainer) Marcus Hook registrants will be placed at Marcus Hook 
or Linwood as space allows.



Students are registered at the local elementary school by the 
first letter of their last name as follows:
9:15 – 10:00 a.m. (A-D) 10:00 – 10:45 a.m. (E-H) 
10:45 – 11:30 a.m. (I-L) 1:15 – 2:00 p.m. (M-R)

2:00 – 2:45 p.m. (S-Z)
On these dates, students entering first grade may also be 

registered. Students must be six years old by September 1, 2010 
or have completed a certified kindergarten program. If a student 
has attended kindergarten elsewhere, parents need to provide the 
district with appropriate documentation. Students previously 
enrolled in a Chichester School District kindergarten will 
automatically be placed in a first grade program. Only first grade 
students transferring from private and parochial kindergarten 
programs need to be registered.



The following records must be presented to register a student:
1. Parent proof of residency — renters present lease or letter 

from landlord; homeowners present deed, mortgage payment book or 
tax bill.

2. Four forms of identification from parent — driver’s license 
with current address and 3 bills, 2 must be utility bills.

3. Proof of student’s birthdate — original birth or baptismal 
certificate.

4. Proof of student’s immunizations as follows: [4] DPT 
(Diphtheria, Tetanus, Pertussis)(one of these shots must be given 
after the age of 4 years old or a 5th shot must be given),[3] Polio, 
[2] MMR (Measles, Mumps, Rubella), Hepatitis B series, and Varicella 

(Chickenpox) Immunity or proof that they had the disease.
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
