Breakfast and Lunch Prices 
 
Breakfast costs $1.25 for High 
School and Middle School and 
$1.00 for Elementary Schools. 
Lunch costs $2.00 for High 
School and Middle School and 
$1.75 for Elementary Schools. 
 
Your children may qualify for 
free or reduced priced meals.  
Reduced price is $.30 for 
breakfast and $.40 for lunch. 
 
Please be sure to fill out a free 
and reduced meal application.   
You can obtain an application 
from your child’s school office, 
the cafeteria, or call the Food 
Service Office at 610-485-6881 
Ext. 5266 to have one mailed to 
you.  You can also file an 
application through the following 
website:  
www.compass.state.pa.us. 
 
Applications MUST be filled 
out EACH year.    
 
If a student forgets their lunch 
money or does not have money 
on their account, they may 
receive their desired lunch.  After 
three occurrences of not having 
money for lunch the student will 
receive a Peanut Butter and 
Jelly Sandwich or Cheese 
Sandwich meal at the cost of a 
regular lunch until the debt has 
been paid.

As part of a well balanced meal, 
the government (National School 
Lunch Program), requires that 
we offer all food groups and that 
student’s take at least three out 
of the five options.  Students 
may take up to three side 
dishes, however, they may not 
double up on any sides. 
 
A typical lunch offering 
consists of the following 
options: 
• 1 serving (2 -  3ounces) of 

meat/meat alternative 
• 1 serving (4 ounces) of 

vegetable 
• 1 serving (4 ounces) of fruit 
• 1 serving (1 slice of bread) of 

bread 
• 1 serving (8 ounces fluid milk) 

of milk 
 
Students are assigned a four 
digit pin number to enter at the 
point of sale (cash register) to 
purchase their meals. 
 
Options for food purchases 
include:  cash, checks or online.  
Checks should be made payable 
to Chichester Food Service. 
 
The cafeteria’s Point of Sale 
System allows parents the 
capability to view what their child 
is purchasing and their current 
account balance through the 
Mealpay Plus website.  This free 
service is available to for all 
students.  You can create your 
free account by logging onto:

To obtain your student’s ID 
number to register online, call 
the Food Service Office at 610-
485-6881 Ext.
